The temples were served as hospitals and schools at that time. The temples had libraries and it was
called as Saareswathi Pandurams. In the temples poem were composed, dances were enact and
plays were enacted. So the temple took a prominent part in the lives of ancient Tamil peoples. Our
Tamil peoples temple administration system is the exact example for the efficient administrative
systems of Tamils.
